Resolutions from the Kenosha County Sheriff’s Department
1) Recognizing Expected Revenue from 2018-19 WI DOT Traffic Mitigation I-94 Freeway Project

  6:40  C.D. Levin advised that this Resolution was brought to the Kenosha County Sheriff’s Department and entered into an agreement with WI DOT to provide additional traffic control assistance.  This includes speed enforcement and incident response services related to I94. Services provided will include quicker responses to crashes, key alternate routes, quicker incident removals, and added coverage at sensitive locations such as schools and parks. This would occur during the freeway construction July 2018 ending December 2019.  DOT agreement includes $50,000, equates to 1200 working hours. The Sheriff’s Department would recognize $20,000 in 2018 and $30,000 in 2019.  If there were to be additional calls above the 1200 hours, KSD would still respond based on calls of service. However, we could also try to reenter an agreement with DOT if there is still monies available.  Wamboldt asked why the division of monies and Levin advised he wasn’t completely sure but expected it was due to starting later 2018 and 2019 being the full year. Wamboldt commented on additional calls for service not being paid for through this grant and Levin advised that calls would be responded to and additional talks would be had with DOT.  Supr. Celebre questioned the services working out to $40 per hour.  Levin advised that the rate was straight time.
2) 2018 Recognize Revenue and Expenditures for law enforcement services at the Los Pinos Event, Town of Brighton, May 27th, 2018
